· Tickets to an All-Star game cost $10. The ticket is good for admission to both Herb Fitch All Star Games and the Rochester Rattlers game. $10 tickets will be available until 5PM and then tickets will go back to normal Rattlers prices.  US Lacrosse of Greater Rochester receives 50% ($5) of every ticket sold before 5pm on the day of the event.
