
Rochester NY US Lacrosse Chapter Board of Directors Meeting Minutes
5/1/2011

Meeting called to order at 7:05pm

1. Bylaws were discussed:  

*Meeting requirements: As it stands now, BOD meets 10 times a year.  There are no meetings in August and December.  The bylaws recent change has requested all BOD to attend at least 8 of the 10 meetings.  If not, then the board member can be voted out.

*Al Kerstein stated that all members of the board must be committed to their elected positions on the BOD, however there are excusable reasons for not attending: family, work related and games.

*Paula Summit suggested that if the member misses three (3) meetings in a row, then someone from the board will contact member and discuss why.  It will then be brought to the board for their information.  A decision will be made based on that information about the board member.

4. Not all contact information was available for posting to the website last month.  Paula to send out an email to all on the current google group requesting phone numbers.  Julie to post as soon as this is done.

5. Sr All Star Game update:

* Committee for the All Star Game is Regina LaClair for girls and Joe Hill for boys. They are receiving nominations at this time.  Once they are compiled, they will bring all information to the BOD for review.  Nominations are due May 20th 2011.

* Jody Rose and John Houtenbrink to work on uniform replacements. Currently we are in need of goalie and replacement jerseys.

*Reversible pinnies are being given to the players and sell t-shirts. Al Kerstein to look into printing and cost of pinnies.  He will bring in the three (3) best quotes and BOD will vote at the next meeting on 6/6/2011.

* No replica jerseys will be sold this year.

*Golf shirts will be purchased for coaches, referees and BOD.  There will be embroidered with US Lacrosse logo.  Al Kerstein thought about 60 shirts would be needed.  The shirts will be different colors.  Coaches, referees and BOD will all have different colors.  Colors are going to be red, white and blue.  Al Kerstein will take care of ordering the shirts.  BOD will have the opportunity to purchase additional shirts if they would like.

*Al Kerstein, Al McLiverty and Dave Cieslinski met and finalized plans for the game.  Sahlen’s stadium will provide: field lining, water for the players, locker rooms, and concessions.  Al McLiverty to provide field dimensions to Dave for lining of the field.

*Spotters would be supplied by US Lacrosse BOD.

*Presence of a trainer is unsure.  Regina to contact Brownstone PT to see if they would be interested in volunteering.

*Ticket prices to be $10 at the window, up to 5pm, on the day of the game.  There will be a 50/50 split for the money raised.  There is a possibility that US Lacrosse will comp the players and their families two (2) tickets this year.  Another option was to charge the parents of the players $5.

*There will be a table to display US Lacrosse membership.  Possibly have the laptop there for ease of joining.  It will be suggested to the players to join but not a requirement to be in the tournament.

*Display the All Stars plaques at the table.

*Dave Cieslinski to make up a press release for our All Star Game, two (2) weeks before game.  Proposed media: Messenger, D and C, Sports 5.net, Inside Lax, Lax Power, ect…

*Reception after game to be discussed at next BOD meeting on June 6th 2011.

6. Al Kerstein to speak with Terry Cotton about size of US Lacrosse banners.  New, larger banners are needed.

*Options of having the banners hanging at championship games.  Mike Simon is in favor of hanging them.  This would allow us to have more presence in the community.

7. Idea of having plaques made for all Section 5 Championships to further our exposure was also brought to the table.  The proposed cost would be about $50 each with the need for at least 3.  Al Kerstein to speak with Mike about the idea.

8. U19 team.  A few boys would like to try out.  More information to follow.

9. Proposed location for our All Star plaques to be at Sahlen’s Stadium.  

*They will be on display for the Sr. All Star game at our table for all to see. 

*Al Kerstein to contact Pete Bourne about replacing the ones that were misplaced at the Blue Cross Arena by the Knighthawk staff.  Also discussed the possibility of sharing cost of replacement with Knighthawks Misplaced  plaques are from 1990-2000 and 2000-

10. Al McLiverty proposed a donation to the Jeff Milano Fund.  Any amount is acceptable.  US Lacrosse BOD to present check to family on June 4th 2011 at TSE.  Al Kerstein proposed a $250 donation.  If anyone objects, please contact him asap.
